Epistle Reading 
 

Corinthians 1:10-17  
Brethren, I appeal to you by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you 
agree and that there be no dissensions among you, but that you be united in 
the same mind and the same judgment. For it has been reported to me by 
Chloe's people that there is quarreling among you, my brethren. What I mean 
is that each one of you says, "I belong to Paul," or "I belong to Apollos," or "I 
belong to Cephas," or "I belong to Christ." Is Christ divided? Was Paul cruci-
fied for you? Or were you baptized in the name of Paul? I thank God that I 
baptized none of you except Crispos and Gaius; lest any one should say that 
you were baptized in my name. (I did baptize also the household of 
Stephanas. Beyond that, I do not know whether I baptized any one else.) For 
Christ did not send me to baptize but to preach the gospel, and not with elo-
quent wisdom, lest the cross of Christ be emptied of its power.

Jesus said, "They need not go 
away; you give them something to eat." They said to him, "We have only five 
loaves here and two fish." And he said, "Bring them here to me." Then he or-

• Afterfeast of the Transfiguration of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ 
• The Holy Righteous Martyr Dometius 
• Our Holy Father Nicanorus the Wonderworker 

 
The Holy Righteous Martyr Dometius- This Martyr, who lived during the reign of 
Saint Constantine the Great, was a Persian by race and an idolater by religion. He 
was catechized by a certain Christian named Abarus. He went to Nisibis, a city of 
Mesopotamia, where he was baptized and donned the monastic habit in a certain 
monastery. He afterwards ascended a mountain and there endured in extreme as-
cetical struggles, working miracles for those that came to him, and converting many 
unbelievers. Julian the Apostate learned of these things as he was marching against 
the Persians in 363, and at his command the Saint and his two disciples were stoned 
to death, as they were chanting the Sixth Hour.  

 
Gospel Reading continued: 

 
two fish he looked up to heaven, and blessed, and broke and gave the loaves to the 
crowds. And they all ate and were satisfied. And they took up twelve baskets full 
of the broken pieces left over. And those who ate were about five thousand men, 
besides women and children. Then he made the disciples get into the boat and go 
before him to the other side, while he dismissed the crowds.
