o Atticus and Cyrus, Holy Patriarchs of Constantinople

Saint George lived about the beginning of the ninth century in Palestine, in a certain
monastery called Hozeva, which lies in a great ravine between Jerusalem and Jeri-
cho.

Saint Domnica was from Carthage. During the reign of the Emperor Theodosius the
Great, she came with four other virgins to Constantinople, where she was baptized
by Nectarius, the Patriarch of Constantinople. She remained in Constantinople and
became known for her extreme asceticism, the miracles that she worked, and the
grace of prophecy that adorned her. She lived until the days of the Emperors Leo and
Zeno, reposing in peace about the year 474.
