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Epistle Reading: Hebrews 11:9-10; 32-40
BRETHREN, by faith Abraham sojourned in the land of promise, as in a foreign land, living in
tents with Isaac and Jacob, heirs with him of the same promise. For he looked forward to the
city which has foundation, whose builder and maker is God.

And what more shall I say? For time would fail me to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jeph-
thah, of David and Samuel and the prophets - who through faith conquered kingdoms, en-
forced justice, received promises, stopped the mouths of lions, quenched raging fire, escaped
the edge of the sword, won strength out of weakness, became mighty in war, put foreign ar-
mies to flight. Women received their dead by resurrection. Some were tortured, refusing to
accept release, that they might rise again to a better life. Others suffered mocking and
scourging, and even chains and imprisonment. They were stoned, they were sawn in two,
they were tempted, they were killed with the sword; they went about in skins of sheep and
goats, destitute, afflicted, ill-treated - of whom the world was not worthy - wandering over
deserts and mountains, and in dens and caves of the earth.

And all these, though well attested by their faith, did not receive what was promised, since
God had foreseen something better for us, that apart from us they should not be made per-
fect.

The book of the Genealogy of Jesus Christ, the son of David, the son of Abraham.
Abraham was the father of Isaac, and Isaac the father of Jacob, and Jacob the father of Judah
and his brothers, and Judah the father of Perez and Zerah by Tamar, and Perez the father of
Hezron, and Hezron the father of Aram, and Aram the father of Amminadab, and Am-
minadab the father of Nahshon, and Nahshon the father of Salmon, and Salmon the father of
Boaz by Rahab, and Boaz the father of Obed by Ruth, and Obed the father of Jesse, and Jesse
the father of David the king.
And David was the father of Solomon by the wife of Uriah, and Solomon the father of Reho-
boam, and Rehoboam the father of Abijah, and Abijah the father of Asa, and Asa the father of
Jehoshaphat, and Jehoshaphat the father of Joram, and Joram the father of Uzziah, and Uz-
ziah the father of Jotham, and Jotham the father of Ahaz, and Ahaz the father of Hezekiah,
and Hezekiah the father of Manasseh, and Manasseh the father of Amon, and Amon the fa-
ther of Josiah, and Josiah the father of Jechoniah and his brothers, at the time of the depor-
tation to Babylon.
And after the deportation to Babylon: Jechoniah was the father of Salathiel, and Salathiel the
father of Zerubbabel, and Zerubbabel the father of Abiud, and Abiud the father of Eliakim,
and Eliakim the father of Azor, and Azor the father of Zadok, and Zadok the father of Achim,
and Achim the father of Eliud, and Eliud the father of Eleazar, and Eleazar the father of Mat-
than, and Matthan the father of Jacob, and Jacob the father of Joseph the husband of Mary, of
whom Jesus was born, who is called Christ.
So all the generations from Abraham to David were fourteen generations, and from David to
the deportation to Babylon fourteen generations, and from the deportation to Babylon to the
Christ fourteen generations.
Now the birth of Jesus Christ took place in this way. When his mother Mary had been be-
trothed to Joseph, before they came together S%le was found to be with child of the Holy



Spirit; and her husband Joseph, being a just man and unwilling to put her to shame, resolved
to divorce her quietly. But as he considered this, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to him
in a dream, saying, ""Joseph, son of David, do not fear to take Mary your wife, for that which is
conceived in her is of the Holy Spirit; she will bear a son, and you shall call his name Jesus, for
he will save his people from their sins." All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had spoken
by the prophet: '"Behold, a virgin shall conceive and bear a son, and his name shall be called
Emmanuel" (which means, God with us). When Joseph woke from sleep, he did as the angel of
the Lord commanded him; he took his wife, but knew her not until she had borne a son; and
he called his name Jesus.

Today we Commemorate:

o Eve of the Nativity of Christ

» Eugenia the Righteous Nun-martyr of Rome and those with her
This Martyr was the daughter of most distinguished and noble parents named Philip and
Claudia. Philip, a Prefect of Rome, moved to Alexandria with his family. In Alexandria,
Eugenia had the occasion to learn the Christian Faith, in particular when she encoun-
tered the Epistles of Saint Paul, the reading of which filled her with compunction and
showed her clearly the vanity of the world. Secretly taking two of her servants, Protas
and Hyacinth, she departed from Alexandria by night. Disguised as a man, she called
herself Eugene while pretending to be a eunuch, and departed with her servants and took
up the monastic life in a monastery of men. Her parents mourned for her, but could not
find her. After Saint Eugenia had laboured for some time in the monastic life, a certain
woman named Melanthia, thinking Eugenia to be a monk, conceived lust and con-
strained Eugenia to comply with her desire; when Eugenia refused, Melanthia slandered
Eugenia to the Prefect as having done insult to her honour. Eugenia was brought before
the Prefect, her own father Philip, and revealed to him both that she was innocent of the
accusations, and that she was his own daughter. Through this, Philip became a Christian,;
he was afterwards beheaded at Alexandria. Eugenia was taken back to Rome with Protas
and Hyacinth. All three of them ended their life in martyrdom in the years of Commodus,
who reigned from 180 to 192.

Year-End Giving

DEADLINE: DECEMBER 31*

With the nativity season approaching and 2023 drawing to a close, we would like to offer
guidance on how St. Katherine Greek Orthodox Church will be handling 2023 contributions as
well as 2024 contributions.

The church office will be closed from Friday, December 29, 2023, through Monday, January 1,
2024.

The IRS’s basic rule is a gift must be “delivered” to the church by December 31 for the gift to
count as a contribution for that calendar year. The date of delivery depends on how the gift
was made and delivered.

e InPerson — Physically received in the church office by December 30th during normal of-
fice hours. (Please keep in mind that the normal office hours are Tuesday-Thursday, 9:30am
-3:30pm)

e US Postal Service — Postmarked by December 315t

e Private Delivery Service such as FedEx or UPS — Physically received in the church office by
December 30" during normal office hours. (Please keep in mind that the normal office hours
are Tuesday-Thursday, 9:30am-3:30pm)

Online Giving through the St Katherine web site needs to be completed before December 315
If using a credit card, it must be “fully processed” i.e. approved by the credit card issuer by
December 31st.

Payment made by check should be dated “December 31, 2023” and the memo line should in-
dicate which contribution year (“2023” or “2024”) the payment is for.

Donation of stock(s) allow a member to support the church without affecting personal cash

flow. Generally speaking, the most tax-advantaged approach is to donate stock held for more

than one year that has appreciated in value. This provides for a larger charitable contribution

and avoids tax on the capital gain. For stocks with a loss, it is advisable to sell it first and then

donate the cash. If you are considering either option, please consult with your tax or financial

advisor. Please contact Glenn Thorpe for our account information if you wish to donate stock.
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Qualified Charitable Distribution (QCD) from an IRA

Many older parishioners hold tax-deferred Individual Retirement Accounts or IRA’s, which
probably began as 401K accounts while still working. The accounts were funded with earn-
ings PRE-TAX (the money was removed from your paycheck BEFORE taxes were deduct-

ed). When you retire, these funds are used as a source of income for your expenses. Since
they were not taxed when deposited into the 401K/IRA, these funds are FULLY TAXABLE as
ordinary income when they are withdrawn in your retirement. Withdrawals can be made
without penalty any time after age 59%/2. At age 72 (73 if you turn 72 after December 31,

2022), you are REQUIRED to withdraw a “Required Minimum Distribution” or RMD each year
in an amount based on your age and the balance in your IRA. You will be required to pay tax
on this withdrawal as if it were ordinary earned income.

In 2006, a provision of the Pension Protection Act of 2006 (P.L. 109-280) established the
“Qualified Charitable Distribution” or QCD. Eligibility for making QCDs from a taxable IRA
begins at age 70%2. A QCD is a VOLUNTARY withdrawal from your IRA, up to $100000 in 2023
(8105000 in 2024), which is paid DIRECTLY to a qualified charity or tax-exempt organization
(like St. Katherine). The donor pays NO TAX on the withdrawal and, as a tax-exempt entity,
the charity or church pays no tax either. When you file your tax return, you can normally de-
duct the full amount of the QCD if you itemize deductions. This is a “win-win” in that you
can donate to the church or other qualified entity, pay no tax, and have the recipient benefit
in the full amount of your QCD. Any amount donated as a QCD in a given year is deducted
from the required RMD amount for that year, up to and including your entire RMD amount
(subject to the $100000 ($105000 in 2024) limit).

This option requires some advance planning so individuals considering it should consult a
tax professional and/or financial advisor to ensure that all the above conforms to your per-
sonal situation and circumstances before making any withdrawals or donations.

Advance Charitable Deduction is another option where you might consider pre-paying part
or all of your 2024 giving, thus advancing the deduction into 2023. [ This can be especially
helpful to individuals who marginally itemize their deductions, possibly allowing them to itemize
for 2023 and then take the standard deduction for 2024.]
