Epistle Reading: Hebrews 4:14-16; 5:1-6  
BRETHREN, since we have a high priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus, the Son 
of God, let us hold fast our confession. For we have not a high priest who is unable to sympa-
thize with our weaknesses, but one who in every respect has been tempted as we are, yet 
without sin. Let us then with confidence draw near to the throne of grace, that we may receive 
mercy and find grace to help in time of need. For every high priest chosen from among men is 
appointed to act on behalf of men in relation to God, to offer gifts and sacrifices for sins. He 
can deal gently with the ignorant and wayward, since he himself is beset with weakness. Be-
cause of this he is bound to offer sacrifice for his own sins as well as for those of the people. 
And one does not take the honor upon himself, but he is called by God, just as Aaron was. So 
also Christ did not exalt himself to be made a high priest, but was appointed by him who said  
to him, "Thou art my Son, today I have begotten thee"; as he says also in another place,  
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"Thou art a priest for ever, after the order of Melchizedek."

Today we commemorate: 
• Calliopus and Akylina the Martyrs 
• George, Bishop of Mytilene 
• Gerasimos the God-Bearer of Byzantium 

The holy Martyr Calliopius was from Perga in Pamphylia, brought up in piety by his godly 
mother Theocleia. When the persecution of Maximian began, Saint Calliopius presented 
himself of his own accord before the Governor Maximus in Pompeiopolis of Galatia. After he 
had suffered many torments, his mother visited him in prison and encouraged him in his 
martyrdom. After this, his thrice-blessed mother, upon learning that he was to be crucified 
on Holy and Great Thursday, bribed the tyrants to defer it one day, that he might imitate the 
Lord's Crucifixion on the same day that He suffered it. The holy Martyr Calliopius received 
the crown of martyrdom on Holy and Great Friday in the year 304, being crucified upside 
down.

Do you need a little help with pro-
nunciation as you practice, or are you interested in 
hearing the gospel in other languages? Click here for an 
audio resource.  
Currently we have volunteers to read in Greek, Russian, 
Serbian, Spanish, Ukrainian, and Church Slavonic. 
We would like to have readers for: Arabic, Armenian, 
Bulgarian, French, German, Japanese, Korean, Mandarin, Filipino, Romanian, Swa-
hili, and any other language that readers may have proficiency in.  
 

During the Agape Vespers it is the tradition of the Church to read the Gospel reading 
(John 20:19-25) in multiple languages. The significance of this practice is two fold: 
 

1) It is a reflection and response to the Great Commission which Christ gave 
to his Apostles following His resurrection from the dead. Following His 
resurrection He gathered His disciples on the mount in Galilee and said, 
“All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go therefore 
and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father 
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey every-
thing that I have commanded you. And remember, I am with you always, to 
the end of the age” (Matt. 28:18-19). 

 

2)  Our proclamation of the Gospel is also a reflection of the restoration of 
Man and God’s creation as the events at the Tower of Babel are reversed 
(Genesis 11:1-9). Humanity, once divided, is now restored through Christ.
