Holy New Martyr Peter the Aleut  

The holy New Martyr Peter suffered martyrdom in San Francisco at the time that California belonged to Spain. 

An Aleut from Alaska, he and his companions were captured in California by the Spaniards. When he refused to 

abandon Orthodoxy to accept Latinism, which they wished to force upon him, the Spaniards submitted him to a 

martyrdom like that suffered by Saint James the Persian, cutting him apart joint by joint. He died from loss of 

blood in steadfast confession of the Faith in 1815.

EPISTLE READING: 

 

Prokeimenon. Grave Mode.  

Psalm 149.5,1   The saints shall rejoice in glory. 

Verse: Sing to the Lord a new song. 

The reading is from St. Paul's Letter to the Ephesians 5:8-19 

Brethren, walk as children of light (for the fruit of light is found in all that is good and right and true), 

and try to learn what is pleasing to the Lord. Take no part in the unfruitful works of darkness, but 

instead expose them. For it is a shame even to speak of the things that they do in secret; but when 

anything is exposed by the light it becomes visible, for anything that becomes visible is light. Therefore 

it is said, "Awake, O sleeper, and arise from the dead, and Christ shall give you light." Look carefully 

then how you walk, not as unwise men but as wise, making the most of the time, because the days are 

evil. Therefore do not be foolish, but understand what the will of the Lord is. And do not get drunk 

with wine, for that is debauchery; but be filled with the Spirit, addressing one another in psalms and 

hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody to the Lord with all your heart.

The first said to him, 'I have bought a field, and I go out and see it; I 

pray you, have me excused.' And another said, 'I have bought five yoke of oxen, and I must go to 

examine them; I pray you, have me excused.' And another said, 'I have married a wife, and therefore I 

cannot come.' So the servant came and reported this to his master. Then the householder in anger said 

to his servant, 'Go out quickly to the streets and lanes of the city, and bring in the poor and maimed and 

blind and lame.' And the servant said, 'Sir, what you commanded has been done, and there is still 

room.' And the master said to the servant, 'Go out to the highways and hedges, and compel people to 

come in, that my house may be filled. For I tell you, none of those men who were invited shall taste my 

banquet. For many are called, but few are chosen.'"
