Of these holy Apostles, Stachys became the first Bishop of Byzantium, consecrated by the Apostle Andrew.
Having shepherded his people for sixteen years, he reposed in the Lord. As for the others, each one shone forth in
the episcopal see appointed to him: Apelles, Bishop of Heraclea; Amplias, Bishop of Odyssopolis; Urban, Bishop
of Macedonia; Narcissus, Bishop of Athens; and Aristobulus, Bishop of Britain.

Martyr Epimachus of Alexandria, Egypt

The Martyr Epimachus, who was from Egypt, had lived the ascetical life on Mount Pelusium. He came to
Alexandria during the reign of Decius, and was arrested by Apellianus the Governor. He suffered martyrdom in the
year 251.

The Gospel According to Luke 16:19-31

"Then | beg you, father, to send him to my father's house, for I have five brothers, so that he may warn them, lest they
also come into this place of torment." But Abraham said, "They have Moses, and the prophets; let them hear them." And
he said, 'No, father Abraham; but if some one goes to them from the dead, they will repent.' He said to them, 'If they do
not hear Moses and the prophets, neither will they be convinced if some one should rise from the dead.™
